Minutes from EWWG WS at PM Aachen 2004

The  WS started with short introduction of EWWG’s history and followed by a discussion about EWWG’s mission and objectives. Now Central and Eastern Europe have been successfully integrated into the network, AEGEE members don´t think anymore in "East and West" since there is no clear border to define. The group decided that in this perspective we should add a new objective: Overcome the prejudices between East and West, that do still exist.

The second day , the group planned the future projects of the EWWG. For the Twin Antennae Project , partner local’s responsibilities and  project’s objectives were defined.  

It was decided that:

· Agood functioning antenna will adopt a new or weak (Contact-) Antenna and it will support the other where necessary.

· The antennae will be encuraged to meet every 3 months

· It's the good functioning antenna's responsibillity to give a LTC (Local Training Course); What is AEGEE, education about how to run an antenna, how to organise an event, training about FR, PR, HR etc.

· The partnership period will be one year

· To raise funds, locals could apply to the European Youth Programme

Further on the Caucasus Case Study Trip was presented. Then there was a discussion round about Caucasus countries cultural , political and historical differences. The group agreed that Azerbaijan and Armenia should be differently approached:  for example a CST to Azerbaijan, and an event in Armenia. The 3rd project discussed was the status quo of the Western Balkans and the way to strengthen the network there and overcome the prejudices. A Western Balkan is proposed, but this topic needs to be discussed at a next WS.

To reach success at the WS' projects, cooperation with other bodies of the network is to be set up. Especially with Netcom Commission, AEGEE Academy and the VFF Working Group
