I. Support of TakeControl

1) Model European Union, Strasbourg, November 2006
· simulation of the EU decision making process including the European Council and the European Parliament
· core simulation will take three days followed by a discussion on the problems of EU decision making
· topics of the simulation will be Visa, Education and Actual foreign policy
· Aim of the simulation is giving the participants the opportunity to experience the EU decision-making at first hand
2) Election Observation Mission

· To employ students from all over the European continent as election observers, thus contributing to the insurance of a fair outcome, in these crucial elections
· to foster an exchange of experience in the development of democratic governance, with local NGO’s and other partners that work in the field
· to establish election observing as something permanent in AEGEE, and develop our strategy towards other crucial elections in the future
3) ECI4ECI, January 2007
· inform the public about the role & influence of citizens in European decision-making

· educate young adults for participation in democracy

· inspire young adults with the importance of a direct citizens voice in decision-making on any level

· collect signatures in favour of the European Citizen Initiative
4) Democray Beyond Borders, October 2006
· Study Tour to educate young Europeans in the field of democracy and show them how democratic systems were brought to Moldova, Ukraine, Poland and other ex-communist countries. 

· aim at showing the students from developing democracies how democracy works and how they can take action to help their own democracies. 
· to show students from the west of Europe, that democracy is not a given fact but something worth fighting for.
II. International Justice & Diplomacy

1) IPWG goes The Hague
· Conference in co-operation with Dutch local
· Visit to the Crime Court for former Yugoslavia (ICTY), Europol and the International Criminal Court (ICC – CPI)
· Workshops and panel discussions about International Justice
2) Diplomatic Seminar, 4th edition

· Workshops and simulation about negotiation, manners of protocol, lobbying, etc

· discuss the meaning of the UN reform for international poltics
· 30 participants

· Date: spring 2007, host local to be found

3) Conflict Management Seminar/Mediation Training
(2.1.1.4 of the Strategic Plan of AEGEE-Europe)
· educates young Europeans in mediating conflicts that are part of every day's life in regions where people with different ethnic, cultural and/or religious backgrounds are
· participants should be young people especially from European conflict regions
· teach in tools for conflict resolution and peace building methods
· teach general knowledge on how to mediate various kinds of conflicts
· co-operation with YnterAct

· motivate locals to organize discussions and conferences on this topic and supporting them

· Action Day

· promote mutual understanding between Europeans and people from developing countries, living n Europe,

· facilitating the co-operation between European and non-European Youth

· increase visibility of development problems within Europe and point out what European Youth can do

· Support of the project team
· to offer insights into the future relations between Ukraine, EU and Russia, not only at the government level, but also at that of young people
