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Albanian elections monitoring program 29 June-8 July

Day 1: 28-06-2005 - arrival day

Participants arrive in Albania in various ways, IRSH members take participants from Mother Theresa Airport and Tirana busstation to Shkoder. Participants will get to know eachother.

Day 2: 29-06-2005 - registration as international observer

IRSH takes care the participants will be registrated as international observer at the relevant authorities and receive offical observer indentification documents. 

Participants will receive a training by OSCE on their rights and conducts as observers, guidance on observation methods and issues to check during the voting. IRSH will arrange transportation to/from the OSCE Presence in Tirana

Day 3: 30-06-2005 – Citizens Forum with election candidates
Preparational meeting IPWG-IRSH-MJAFT at IRSH center

City tour, showing voting stations in the evening IRSH / MJAFT Citizens Forum

Day 4: 01-07-2005 –workshop & lecture

Morning: IPWG preparational meeting for a lecture on the EU and a workshop on the value of democracy and fair and neutral elections. 

Late afternoon: lecture and workshop at the IRSH center

Day 5: 02-07-2005 – knowledge transfer

Transfer of knowledge of the OSCE training to the members of IRSH

Assist in preparations of IRSH & MJAFT monitoring project on first time voters

Day 6: 03-07-2005 – voting

All observers arrive at their stations in time for the opening of the polls All observers will be 

accompanied by interpreters of IRSH. Observed violations will be reported to the relevant authorities. Observers will be present at the stations for the whole day, they remain in place to watch the counting process.

Day 7: 04-07-2005 – debriefing & evaluation

Particpants write a common report with their observations of voting day to submit to the OSCE and AEGEE-Europe, which will make a press-release.

Particpiants will have an evaluation seminar with Albanian youth how they expereinced the elections. Particpants will give their evaluations of all activities to the local organisers and AEGEE-Europe. 

Day 8: 05-07-2005 - recreation day

International observers will have some recreation around Shodra lake: visit Daljan Island, Rozafa Castle
Day 9: 06-07-2005 departure day

In August the collected results will be evaluated by a joined session of AEGEE and IPWG, so recommendations can be made for future observing projects. A report of this will be submitted to the Dutch Embassy no later than 1 September 2005.
