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In the past six months, IPWG was busy in structuring the future events, implementing a new HR-strategy and working on conceptual improvements.

First steps were the general assembly of IPWG in Warszawa, where a new board was elected, and a workshop at the Agora, lead by Arleta, where we discussed what the obstacles Working Groups face are and we brainstormed on the role and the aims of International Politics Working Group.
In the beginning, the new-elected board was busy with updating the activity plan and the budget of IPWG and starting to implement the ideas written down in the activity plan. A board meeting in Poznan was organized where we worked intensely on the details of our planned activities and on conceptual changes.
Concerning Human Resources, the board launched a strategy to better integrate the members in the work of IPWG. In a first step, Burcu was up-dating the list of active members. As a second step, a mentorship system is currently being implemented, aiming at giving all members a contact person in the board and thus facilitating the involvement of more members in the organization of IPWG-activities.
Public Relations in the past six months included an open call to create a new slogan for our working group, and resulted in: IPWG – shaping perspectives. We hope you enjoyed our newsletter, written and designed by Agata. Moreover, a new T-Shirt will be printed

In order to implement our planned activities, we issued an open call for possible host locals. And we are proud to hereby announce that the Mediation Training will take place in April 2007 in Zielona Gora, and the Diplomatic Seminar will be in September 2007 in Ankara.
Daniel with the support of the entire board and Stefan (CD) started working on applications for grants for these events and we are waiting for the first results right now. A big thank you also goes to the locals, who did their best to contribute to successful applications.
Furthermore, the board decided to take action in raising AEGEE’s voice in European Citizenship. Drafted by Julia, a plan was set up. Realisation of the idea will start with a workshop at the Agora in Napoli and shall be continued in various discussions at Network Meetings and Internal Education events. We hope to present you the results of these discussions at the Agora in Valletta as a general statement of AEGEE (to be voted on by the Agora in Valletta).
Problems with finances, mainly due to continuity problems taxed Julia’s patience for the first months after having been elected. Thanks to the great help of Juan from AEGEE-Madrid, Julia managed to get the money. Moreover, Patrik initiated a reform proposal on the Working Format Working Groups Criteria in order to clarify open points of the financial contribution; Working Groups receive from AEGEE-Europe.
We also offered our support to the activities conducted in the frame of TakeControl, the Flaghsip Project of AEGEE in 2006 as well as the project “EuR- Democratic Ukraine with EU and/or Russia”.
We here-by also would like to thank Stefan, our contact person in the CD, as well as all other CD members for the good co-operation!
