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· Participants are asked to place themselves in the room according to whether they agree with the following statements or not:

1) Romania and Bulgarina are joining the EU too early 

· for the majority of people

· EU is not ready to welcome these countries 

· the countries feel ready to integrate into EU 

2) The 2004 enlargement of the EU was too early

agree:

· a big risk for EU

· it's hard to administrate so many countries

· people are dissapointed

· countries which joined were not ready for this (there economic situation)

against (majority of people): 

- EU should focus on being economy comunity instead of being a political comunity

for(majority of people):

· the economic has higher priority than politics

· it has to be both economical and political

· capitalism is more mobile thing

3) The EU is and should be a Chrisitan club

agree: 

· muslum religion is very different from christian, therefore it's not good for muslum countries be in EU

· islamic rules can conflict with EU lows. The most important thing is to create strong rules to take other countries than cristian ones.

against(majority):

· EU has many nations with very different religions

· religion can't be standardized

· this will be against the values of EU

· people can be religious, while countries shouldn't be religious

4) The EU should think of expending/enlarging beyond Europe as values such as democracy have no geographical borders. 

· no borders should exist

· impossible to manage many countries inside EU, there can be several different unions

against:

· it will depend on the cultural aspect for different countries

· not all countries should be the members of EU
